FUN FACTS:

This day was called, “0ECORATION DAY™ originally in 1868, by General John Logan to commemorate
the decoration of the graves for the soldiers lost in the Civil War.

In 1966, President Lyndon Johnson declared this day as MEMORIAL DAY.

Flags and wreaths are placed on Veteran’s graves in remembrance of the sacrifice that they gave to
all of us who have liherty, life, and justice because of their courageous service to our country.

The 1J.5. FLAG is flown at half-staff from sunrise to noon on Memorial Day and full staff from noon to
sundown. This only happens on MENMORIAL DAY, it not only honors the war dead in the morning of
MEMORIAL DAY, but then the FLAG is raised to full-staff at noon honoring service memhers "who
resolve not to let their sacrifice be in vain, but to rise up in their stead and continue the fight for
liberty and justice for all."

POPPIES are a symhol to remember the fallen in hattle and this tradition hegan in World War 1. There
is a famous poem called, “In Flanders Fields”, that is the inspiration for the poppy. The red poppies

were the first to grow in the fields after the hattle. The red poppies symbolize the blood that was
shed during conflicts.
